We have studied French since 2003.

Present Perfect Negative Form

Subject + have not + past participle + objects
Examples:

She hasn't met Peter.

They haven't ﬁnished the job yet.

Present Perfect Question Form
(Question Word) + have + subject + past participle?
Has she worked her for a long time?

‘Where has she gone?

Yet / Just / Already

"Yet' is used in the present perfect negative and question forms.
‘Just' is used in the present perfect positive form.

Iready' is used in the present perfect positive form.
